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FORMATION OF LUGANSK HAGIONYMS-OIKONYMS AS PART OF THE RUSSIAN
SACRED ONOMASTICON
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Abstract. The subject of the study is the national and cultural features of the hagionyms of
the Middle Donets region, recorded in the ethnographic collection “The Life and work of peasants
of Kharkov province. Essays on the ethnography of the region” (1898), monographs “Historical
aspects of the toponyms of the Luhansk region” (2003), which diachronically illustrate the national
and cultural features of the oikonyms of the Luhansk region. Initially, settlements were called
settlements, later villages, towns, and cities, which largely preserved the Orthodox meaning of
oikonyms. The purpose of the work is to classify hagionyms-oikonyms of the Middle Eastern
region, containing a religious sacred meaning and named after saints, church holidays. The
research methods chosen are the method of linguistic description, collection, processing and
interpretation of material; etymological method. The results of the work can be used to compile a
more detailed historical and linguistic description of hagionyms-oikonyms of all Russian regions,



which contain a sacred meaning and reflect the national and cultural features of the toponymic
dictionary of Russia.; when conducting linguistic and local history work in educational
organizations. The oikonyms of the Middle Donets Region went through several stages of
onymization, and localities received names with religious content in the pre-revolutionary period.
This trend is typical for Russian oikonyms, therefore, the Middle Eastern region of the Luhansk
region is a native Russian ethnolanguage and cultural territory with a certain integrity, inhabited
in different historical periods and preserving the experience of religious legal life of previous
generations.
